


Dr. James E. Hansen of NASA Goddard submitted to the congress ‘Climate

to rise much more than 59 centimeters.
Earlier this autumn, researchers from
University of Colorado calculated how
fast inland ice sheets could slide into
the ocean and set an upper limit for
sea level rise of two meters by 2100.

rise comes from prof. Hans Joachim
Schellnhuber, director of the Potsdam

Institute for Climate Impact Research
(PIK) and plenary speaker at the
congress in March. His results, based
on newer data than the IPCC report,

shows that the seas will probably rise
approximately one meter during this

century.

Another session at the Congress
where sea level change is a critical
issue is session number 35, Adapting
Coastal Zone and Marine Resources to
Climate Change. As of 1 November,

this session had received 31 submitted
abstracts.

“Two neighboring installations for
example might be able to share the
same power source. There is also
the potential of reducing the aring
of gas. Perhaps not so much in the
North Sea as in other parts of the
world. However, even in the North
Sea, opportunities may arise for using
new equipment to reduce aring even
further. We shouldn't forget that
gas aring worldwide in 2006 still
contributed 400 million tons of CO2
into the atmosphere,” according to
Michael Engell-Jensen.
